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Introduction: A time has come and that time is now that we(Christians) ought to stop just been Christian at Church environments but rather taking the Church with us everywhere we go – our schools-grades, workplace-promotions and pay rise, homes-good examples, laboratories-sticking to standards, market places-fair dealings, factories-treating staffs well, etc.
In Antioch, the believers led a Christ like life to bring about the name Christian – Acts 11:26. What are we doing as Children of the Light to change the mindset of the people around us? Shall come before the Lord in prayer!
Most Blessed and Most Glorious, the Ancient of days! You are welcome to speak to your people as we listen! Nail me to the cross and let the life of Christ flow through me to your people! Let us rise again to Your calling in grace and power. Thank you for the hearts You have prepared for Your Word. We thank You for the power to bring about a change in our lives. Be glorified in Jesus Name. Amen!
Shall we turn our Bibles to Ephesians 5:8-14…
Main Message – Walk in the Light.
Paul does not say “formerly, you STRUGGLED with darkness”. He doesn’t say that they were INFLUENCED by darkness. He told the Church of Ephesus that they were the very darkness itself. The darkness is not something outside of the heart of man. But is the BLINDNESS and ABSENCE of light-purity, holiness, etc that EXISTS in the heart of man. They lived WICKED-heartless and PROFANE-self indulgence lives. The Bible describe this state in Eph 2:3 as “among whom also we all once conducted ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others”. We were all wallowing in sin without any mind of repentance!
But thank God that we were not left in that state forever, but by the grace of God, we have been saved and produced in us a mighty change in our souls. Now are we light in the Lord. In Colossians 1:13 Apostle Paul said “He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love”. Apostle Peter also in I Peter 2:9 referred to it, “called out of darkness into His marvelous light”.
Therefore, we are now as stated in, 1 Thessalonians 5:5, that “You are all sons of light and sons of the day. We are not of the night nor of darkness”. If that is our STATE now, then how do we have to walk in this life? Because He who has called is LIGHT! That was the burden of Apostle Paul in verse 8. What is this light? John said that “God is light; in him there is no darkness at all” 1 John 1:5 and also Jesus said “I am the Light of the World.” John 8:12. This means that they are LIGHT and the author of LIGHT! Therefore, LIGHT …
Light is the spiritual awareness and understanding of God working in us by His Spirit – purity, holiness, transparency, etc. Light is what God sees, what God knows, what God understands. It is not about what we sees or knows or understands is best, but what His working Spirit in us share with us. 

We did not produce or generated this Light ourselves, we were called into it. We are expected to live up to the obligation for being in the Light. We cannot LOWER the illumination of the Light nor INCREASE it. All that we are obliged to do is to walk in it. If we attempt to adjust it, we will be living a life stated in 2 Timothy 3:5, “having a form of godliness but denying its power…!” And the end of that life is eternal destruction. 
Therefore, our obligation is…“Walk in Light!” if only we are called by Him who is Light!
Importance of walking in the Light  
· So that we can “Bear Fruit of the Spirit”! In verse 9 are three of them mentioned.
1. Goodness - Refers to ‘moral excellence’ – Our Lord Jesus was doing good everywhere He went and healing the sick – Acts 10;38. In I Thessalonians 5:15: “…Always pursue what is good both for yourself and for all”. Amos 5:14 “Seek good and not evil, that you may live; So the Lord God of hosts will be with you, as you have spoken.”
2. Righteousness - Living in integrity before God and man. 2 Corinthians 5:21: “For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him”. 1 Timothy 6:11: “But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, gentleness”.
3. Truth - The absence of deception or falsehood or hypocrisy. Ephesians 4:25: “Therefore, putting away lying, “Let each one of you speak truth with his neighbor,” for we are members of one another”. No need for white lies! Anytime you think about telling white lies, ask yourself if someone is to tell it about you, how will you feel? To pervert judgment which consequences no one can tell. How will you feel? In Ephesians 4:15: “but, speaking the truth in LOVE, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head – Christ”. How is our attitude in telling the truth to our brethren in the Lord? Do we turn to be strong and judgmental? It should be done out of LOVE to continue in fellowship!
The Duties of “Walking in Light!” 

· We are to “Prove what is acceptable unto the Lord”. Verse 10. 
We are to “Stand for the Truth; not compromisers with the world; not been men pleasers but pleasing God in all our dealings.” Romans 12:2 says “And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.”
· We are to have “No fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness”. Verse 11
Works are called “unfruitful” because they bear no fruit for goodness, righteousness, and truth. These unfruitful works are so shameful that they are not to be mentioned among believers, thus verse 12. Holy Ghost filled believer today is not ashamed of having extra marital affairs, involved in business or money scandal, etc. How can we be fruitful with all these baggage on us? Most of us are not seeing progress or being fruitful not because we are not working hard enough but because we are still involve in all these unfruitful works that are done in darkness.  Apostle Paul said “abstain from every form of evil” I Thessalonians 5:22, and “Do not be deceived: “Evil company corrupts good habits.” I Corinthians 15:33. 
· We are to “Reprove/expose them!” Verse 11 Why exposing them? Because…
Satan and his demonic systems of the world try to make the works of darkness appear to be light, but they are not. This is a lie that must be exposed by the truth of God's word. In 2 Corinthians 11:14 Satan, himself, appears as an angel of light to deceive believers. The world order and system is design to accept darkness as light. Our Lord Jesus and His followers were hated by the world and the Pharisees simply because they expose their deeds. In John 3:19 “And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.” Our presence in darkness must make the darkness uncomfortable, our light must drive away darkness – it our duty as children of the light to expose them.
In Conclusion: The verse 14 says… Awake!!! If we have failed in living in the Light, if we have forgotten our identity – not by our upbringing, education, family line, or what have you, but according to Ephesians 2:19 “Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God,” therefore, our God who is light will shine on us. 
Beloved, we are not objects of God’s wrath anymore; we are not destined to shame or failure. “We are the chosen of the Lord, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praise of Him who called you out of darkness and into His wonderful light.” 1 Peter 2:9
We are going to pray beloved, tell your neighbor we are going to pray.  The verse 14 reads “Awake, you who sleep, arise from the dead, and Christ will give you light” Be active believer, and Christ will give you light! The slumber and the dead has no value for light, therefore, unless we are active before Him we cannot attract His light. In Ezek. 22:30, “So I sought for a man among them who would make a wall, and stand in the gap before Me on behalf of the land, that I should not destroy it; but I found no one.” God could not find anyone active among His people because they were all spiritually asleep or dead. 
I want us to spend five minutes or so in activating our spirit from any spiritual slumbering or deadness so that Christ will give us light. Therefore, if you can stand feel free to stand if not you are free to sit down. Let enter into prayer with this song “Call upon the name of the Lord and be saved”.
1. Romans 12:2...we are not be conformed to this world... “Anything in our life that is compelling us to compromise and conform to this present world be demolished and be cast away in Jesus name.”
2. 2 Timothy 4:3-5 – “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, - Father, strip away every deception of devil, my own flesh and the world so that I can endure sound doctrine to abstain from all unfruitful works of darkness.
3. Verse 5, But you be watchful in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry.” – Oh Lord, I am all for You, fill me with your Spirit to be active so that I can fulfill my ministry in this life, exposing and reproving every work of darkness!
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
