 A Sunday school teacher has a worthy and noble calling – teaching the Bible and being an example and shepherd to the children. This page contains information about becoming a Sunday school teacher in GICF. 

Qualifications for a Children's Teacher

1.) Christ-Follower.  I acknowledge Jesus as my Lord and Savior and am striving to grow like Him through daily Bible reading, prayer and obedience to His Word.

2.) GICF/Christian Church  Involvement

a. 1 Year of Attendance at GICF or another church/fellowship - I have been worshipping regularly at a protestant Bible believing church for at least one year. (If not, we recommend that you be a helper until your leader sees that you are ready to teach.)   

What is Expected of Me?

The most significant commitment you'll be making as a Teacher for Children's Ministry is your presence and Christ like lifestyle.  By being there for your students during your scheduled time, you demonstrate love, care and commitment for them.  Your faithfulness & service will be an example to students & will impact their lives.    

1.) Time Commitment 

A) Length of Commitment: late August – late August of following year (preferable). If not, please let us know your period of availability
B) Sunday school: Teachers may serve on a weekly rotation basis or do blocks of 2 - 4 weeks, depending on lead teacher’s arrangement and agreement with fellow class teachers.

· 9:30 am Arrive for setup and preparation in your classroom (Latest arrival time) 

· 10:25 am Sunday School starts after the children are dismissed from the main service

· 11:30 am Children are dismissed, and parents of Toddlers, Bubbles, Primaries & Middlers are to pick up the children and notify the teacher/helper.
C) Preparation Time: teachers are expected to spend prayerful time in their on duty week to prepare for their Sunday school class and to pray for their students and fellow teachers.

D) Teacher's Meetings – as organized by the Class Lead Teacher or Sunday school leadership.  

E) Special Events (others may be planned if necessary): 

a. Christmas Worship &  Resurrection Sunday 

2.) CHRIST-LIKE CHARACTER

While we all struggle against sin, Christians in teaching positions are called to be examples of Christ-like character in every part of our lives, and especially, as we minister to these young children. This is possible through submission & obedience to Him & by allowing His Holy Spirit to empower us to live a life pleasing to Him.  Teachers agree to be accountable to the leadership for their Christian testimony. 

Application Process

1.) Complete the Application Form and return it to the Sunday School coordinator.

2.) Interview with Sunday School coordinator.  (By appointment)

3.) Applicants are submitted for approval by the GICF Leadership Team.
